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ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT

Prince of Peace Parish began this fiscal year in July of 2020 with a great deal of uncertainty.
The effects of the Covid-19 pandemic were still very present in our planning and decision
making and Mass had just begun with restrictions., We made the difficult decision to
discontinue (indefinitely) programs like the Preschool and Nursery and we still did not know
when we could begin to have in person meetings inside our buildings. There was concern
with not knowing how much the pandemic would affect our weekly offertory and we had no
insight into what programs and activities would restart and when that would or could
potentially happen. This uncertainty presented us with some interesting challenges as we
attempted to financially forecast for the coming year.

The generosity of our parish in giving of their time, talent and treasure, as always, was
evident this year, especially during our shutdown. It has been astounding to see how our
parishioners have dug deep in the midst of the COVID-19 pandemic to continue to support
the works of our mission. Our total offertory for the past fiscal year was less than 1.5% down
from the previous year. This is a major statement on your part toward your commitment to
this community. Although our income was less than the previous year, thanks to the hard
work and watchful eye of our clergy and staff we managed to keep our expenses in check
and not exceed the funds available. Through all of this time of uncertainty, your “heart of a
servant” continued to shine through. We had a group of volunteers distribute 500 sandwiches
per week (about 25,000 sandwiches for all of last year). Other volunteers answered that call
to bring and serve meals to a local soup kitchen weekly. We were also able to provide
assistance to other communities like Newnan, Georgia following a devastating storm.

Our St. Vincent de Paul ministry has continued to work to make sure the severe food needs
were met especially throughout the Coronavirus pandemic. Our Parish continues its
generosity in contributing food as well as funds to assist in paying for rent, utilities,
medicines, etc. to those most in need.

With your continued generous commitment to our Capital Campaign we were able to retire
our outstanding loan debt within the time frame we set (two?) years ago. Additionally, we
were able to build the new pantry for St Vincent de Paul. This new building quadrupled the
size of the pantry and allows them to continue the curbside drop-off and pick-up services. We
were also able to stay on top of inevitable needs that this building/campus requires now that
we have been here for 16 years. This year we were able to replace 6 HVAC units that were
installed back in 2005.

Prince of Peace was eligible and the beneficiary for a Paycheck Protection Program
forgivable loan. With the funds received we were able to refund unused tuition for our
Preschool families, pay our Preschool teachers through the end of the school year and pay
our out of work Nursery Staff through October. These additional funds also allowed us to pay
other parish staff at a time when the offertory was not yet keeping up with our operational
costs.

As we look forward to the coming year we see great opportunity. Spout Springs Road project
is closer to completion and as the community around us continues to grow, we are in an
excellent position to welcome new Catholics that come to the area. The rerouting of Elizabeth
Lane will allow us to add a new entrance/egress to the campus. We also have the opportunity
this year to connect directly into the local sewer system that will allow us to bypass and retire
our aging septic system. We will continue to provide you with updates throughout the year as
we work to turn these opportunities into reality.

As the year came to a close we said goodbye to our beloved Pastor of 10+ years, Rev. Eric
Hill. As we continue our journey with our new Shepherd, Rev. Ignacio Morales, we remain
hopeful that our journey and mission will remain focused and strong as we continue to
Encounter Christ and live as Disciples.



REPORTE ANUAL FINANCIERO

La parroquia Prince of Peace comenzo6 este afo fiscal en
julio de 2020 con una gran incertidumbre. Los efectos de
la pandemia de Covid-19 todavia estaban muy presentes
durante nuestra planificacién y toma de decisiones y la
misa acababa de comenzar con restricciones. Tomamos
la dificil decision de descontinuar (indefinidamente)
programas como el preescolar y la guarderia y aun no
sabiamos cuando podriamos comenzar a tener
reuniones en persona dentro de nuestros edificios. Nos
preocupaba no saber cuanto afectaria la pandemia a
nuestro ofertorio semanal y no teniamos idea de qué
programas Yy actividades iban a reiniciar y cuando
sucederia o podria suceder. Esta incertidumbre nos
presento varios desafios al momento de intentar planear
financieramente para el proximo afo.

La generosidad de nuestra parroquia al dar su tiempo,
talento y tesoro, como siempre, fue evidente este afio,
especialmente durante nuestro cierre. Ha sido
asombroso ver cdmo nuestros feligreses se esforzaron
durante la pandemia de COVID-19 para continuar
apoyando nuestra mision. Nuestro ofertorio total del afio
fiscal pasado fue menos del 1.5% por debajo del afio
anterior. Esto afirma su gran compromiso con esta
comunidad. Aunque nuestros ingresos fueron menos
que el afo pasado, gracias al gran trabajo y la mirada
atenta de nuestro clero y personal logramos mantener
nuestros gastos bajo control y no exceder los fondos
disponibles. A través de todo este tiempo de
incertidumbre, su "corazoén de siervo" continud brillando.
Tuvimos un grupo de voluntarios que distribuy6 500
sandwiches por semana (alrededor de 25,000
sandwiches durante todo el afio pasado). Otros
voluntarios respondieron a ese llamado para traer y
servir comida en un comedor de beneficencia local
semanalmente. También pudimos brindar asistencia a
otras comunidades como Newnan, Georgia, luego de
una devastadora tormenta.

Nuestro ministerio de San Vicente de Paul ha continuado
trabajando para asegurar que se satisfagan las
necesidades alimentarias severas, especialmente
durante la pandemia de Coronavirus. Nuestra parroquia
continda su generosidad al contribuir con alimentos y
fondos para ayudar a pagar el alquiler, los servicios
publicos, las medicinas, etc. a los mas necesitados.

Con su continuo y generoso compromiso con nuestra
Campafa Capital, pudimos cancelar nuestra deuda
pendiente del préstamo dentro del plazo que
establecimos (¢, dos?) afios. Ademas, pudimos construir
la nueva despensa para San Vicente de Paul. Este
nuevo edificio cuadruplicé el tamafo de la despensa y
les permite continuar con los servicios de distribucién de
alimentos y entrega de donaciones. También pudimos
estar al tanto de las reparaciones inevitables que este
edificio/campus requiere después de 16 afios que hemos
estado aqui. Este afno pudimos reemplazar 6 unidades
HVAC que se instalaron en 2005.

Prince of Peace era elegible y beneficiario de un
préstamo condonable del Programa de Proteccion de
Cheques de Pago. Con los fondos recibidos pudimos
reembolsar la matricula preescolar a nuestras familias
que no pudieron utilizarla, pagar a nuestros maestros de
preescolar hasta el final del afio escolar y pagar a
nuestro personal de la guarderia sin trabajo hasta
octubre. Estos fondos adicionales también nos
permitieron pagar a otros miembros del personal de la
parroquia en un momento en que el ofertorio ain no se
mantenia al dia con nuestros costos operativos.

Vemos muchas oportunidades para el proximo afio. El
proyecto de Spout Springs Road esta mas cerca de
completarse y, a medida que la comunidad que nos
rodea continda creciendo, estamos en una excelente
posicidn para darle la bienvenida a los nuevos catdlicos
que vienen al area. El cambio de ruta de Elizabeth Lane
nos permitira agregar una nueva entrada/salida al
campus. También vamos a tener la oportunidad este afo
de conectarnos directamente al sistema de alcantarillado
local que nos permitira evitar y retirar nuestro antiguo
sistema séptico. Los mantendremos informados durante
todo el afio sobre el progreso de estas oportunidades en
las que estaremos trabajando.

Al terminar el afio, nos despedimos de nuestro querido
Pastor, Rev. Eric Hill, quien permanecidé con nosotros
por mas de 10 afios. Mientras caminamos junto a
nuestro nuevo Pastor, Rev. Ignacio Morales, tenemos la
esperanza de que nuestro viaje y mision se mantendran
enfocados y fuertes mientras continuamos en el
Encuentro con Cristo y vivimos como Discipulos.
